2. The student must have a G.P.A. of 3.5 weighted or higher.

3. Good citizenship and sportsmanship will be important.

4. Strong emphasis will be placed on participation in high school athletic program and extra-curricular activities.  Successful participation in athletics as well as other school activities demonstrates effort to learn and the ability to achieve.

5. The awarded may be given to either a male or female AHS graduating senior.
Selection Process:  All essays will be reviewed by a Selection Committee after which a pool of candidates will be identified and scheduled for a face to face interview with the Committee. Those interviewed are invited to attend the Albemarle Awards Ceremony where the winner is announced.
